ENDORSEMENT PROGESS

ABC of Michigan puts candidates through a rigorous assessment, including completing a questionnaire with a
100% score and an interview to assess commitment to the merit shop and ability to win. The ABC of Michigan
PAC Endorsement is the top acknowledgment of a merit shop champion candidate.

ABC Ml has a thorough questionnaire that candidates complete assessing their support and understanding of
issues most important to the merit shop. A candidate will receive 100% on the questionnaire if they agree
with all the responses below:
e | support the Fair and Open Competition in Governmental Construction Act and will work to protect it.
e | will work to repeal Michigan’s Prevailing Wage law.
e | will oppose any and all expansions of prevailing wage laws including increased reporting, fines and
penalties.
e | will oppose legislation or proposed rules that require labor peace agreements as a condition of doing
business in the state of Michigan.
e | will work to reimplement Right to Work in the state of Michigan.
o | will oppose legislation that restricts the right of employees to a secret ballot election.
e | support Michigan Corporate Income Tax and will oppose efforts to increase the CIT rate.
e | support legislation that encourages/promotes job training and apprenticeship and industry
representation for all contractors.
e | support flexible CTE options for students.
e | will oppose new payroll taxes and mandates on employers when it comes to family medical leave.
e | will oppose state and federal changes to independent contractor rules. | will not vote to change the
state’s current law or to codify federal changes into state law.
o | will oppose efforts to repeal Michigan’s local preemption law
